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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE
"CONTROLLERS" CATEGORY

1. Introduction

This document outlines the safety guidelines and proper use of products in the
"Controllers™ category. This includes items such as temperature controllers, humidity
regulators, timers, programmable devices, and other control units. Following these
guidelines ensures user safety and efficient, long-term operation of devices.

2. General Safety Guidelines

e Do not attempt to repair the device yourself — contact an authorized service center.
e |[f the device emits a burning smell or overheats, stop using it immediately.
